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The Merit-based Incentive Payment System (MIPS] is one track of the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid

Services (CMS) Quality Payment Program (QPP) that moved clinicians toward value-based payment gradually
by retaining a fee-for-service option and adjusting payments based on performance across four performance
categories: Quality, Cost, Promoting Interoperability, and Improvement Activities.

The MIPS Value Pathways (MVP)] track builds off the “traditional MIPS" pathway described above and aims

to transition clinicians reporting MIPS towards Alternative Payment Models (APMs] over time. There will be
opportunities from year to year to update MVPs and in time CMS hopes they will demonstrate improvements in
specific conditions and across specialties.

For the 2023 reporting year, there are three MVPs relevant to neurology. Information related to the measures
and activities included in the Stroke MVP is detailed below.
